	Competition Format


	Races are: individual breaststroke, backstroke, butterfly and freestyle.  For each event there will be one competitor per year group per gender.
There will also be a medley relay and freestyle relay requiring four competitors per year group per gender.

We will include the individually medley race again this year.  This race is designed for talented swimmers who want a chance to compete, however it is understood that not all schools will be able to fill this race so it will not count toward the overall school score.  The winners, 2nd place and third place will still receive medals.
Each participant in each race who places 1st, 2nd or 3rd will receive a medal.  

ALL races will be over 25m



	Team Information
	Swimmers can only swim in their year group, they cannot move up or down year groups.  Swimmers enter two individual races and two relay.  
This will mean that each school will have a minimum of 4 swimmers per year group, per gender.
Schools do not have to enter every race – though we encourage schools to bring a full team, if you are only able to bring out a small number of swimmers, please let me know as we will be able to accommodate you.



	Extra Rules
	Please be aware, there are some rules that will be strictly adhered to.  Non-compliance will result in disqualification so it is highly important all competitors are informed of these.

1. When finishing breaststroke and butterfly races, two hands much touch the pool

2. Swimmers must finish on their back in backstroke

3. During relays, hands must touch the side of the pool before new competitors enter the water.


	Follow-On Opportunities
	Talented swimmers will be identified at this competition and recommended for aquathlon training for the London Youth Games.


	PE Kits


	All participants should wear a one-piece swim suit and have warm clothes to where at the side of the pool.  Swim hats and goggles are optional.  Shoes must be removed before going poolside.


	Equipment


	All equipment is provided by Active Westminster

	First Aid and Life Guards

	First aiders will be present at this event, but it is advised that schools also bring their own.  Life guards will be present at all times during the event, but we encourage teachers and all staff to be vigilant.


	Photography
	Photographer is strictly prohibited at swimming galas.
It is important for schools to make all parents who may come and watch this event aware of this rule.  It will be strictly enforced throughout the competition.  This is a child protection requirement.
